Embedded Ball Rule
What is it, & do | get Free Relief?

Under Rule 25-2,

A player may only take relief from a ball that is embedded in a
closely-mown area through the green.

A closely-mown area is any area that is mowed to fairway height
or less.

However, the Committee may adopt a Local Rule that allows for
relief from an embedded ball anywhere through the green.
